If Israeli families must live in
constant crisis mode, bags packed, shelters ready, nerves frayed, how long before the social
fabric begins to tear? Can a country function as a democracy while perpetually defending
itself against existential threats from multiple borders?
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What If Iran Isn’t Just Bluffing About Nuclear Proxies?
With Israeli leaders warning of the potential for Iran to supply nuclear weapons to terror
proxies, why isn’t this dominating global headlines? Are we underestimating the ideological
fervor of regimes openly committed to Israel’s destruction? And if this scenario were playing
out in a Western capital instead of Tel Aviv would the world still be debating its response?
